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High School Service Requirement

Requirements will be 12 hours per student every high school year. Service time must be completed by May 1
of current school year. Service hours will be outside of school hours and the student will not receive any direct
payment. Service hours must have at least 3 hours of each component to be considered complete for the
year. Examples include the following:

School: St Mary’s Ball, SOS Store, Santa’s Secret Workshop, tutoring, and other requests from the school could
also be considered.

Parish: Serving Mass, cantoring, lectoring, KC Fish Fry, KC Omelet Breakfast, leading the rosary, or other
liturgical activities, parish concerts, and other requests from the Parish could also be considered.

Community: BVRMC events, DNR events, FHC activities, and other requests from the community could also be
considered.
